An agreement for the Key Peninsula
Civic Center Association o continne
operating the programs at the Civic Cen-
wr for the kalance of 1987 may have
moved a lide closer o reality a& the
meeting of the Park Board on Wednesday
night, July 8.

Park Commissioner Daphne Daus
distributed and explained a draft copy of
a preliminary Agreement which she and
Park Commissioncr Mike Kent had
worked out with the cooperation and as-
gistance of KPCCA President Vicki Hen-
schel and Vice President Dale Loy, The
preliminary  Agreement, which repre-
sented a great deal of work on the part of
those involved, was designed o mect
opdated legal points which have been
raised over the last several months, and to
more closely define the responsibilities
andl refatonships between the Park
Board, the KPCCA and the KPAA.

The Agreement, if adopied and ap-
proved by both groups, is planned (o re-
place a previons Agreement which was
terminated this past spring, but which has
been extended since that ime, The Board
supported a move (o submit the proposed
Agreement to the Park Board and
KPCCA attorneys for comment and/or
approval or amendment. Park Board
Commissioner John Steiner anthored a
motica 1o seek an audit of both Associa-
ticns by the State Auditors Offscer, bus the
Park Board voted 10 do this only on the
written recommendation of their attor-
ney, Jeseph Quinn of Tacoma. Whether
this will be done or not may be the subject
of negotiation between attorneys.

Also, there have
been 3 meworeycle accidents, and all driv-
ers are remmnded that motorcycles are
hard 10 see and require particular watch-
{ulness.

During the entire moath of June, Fire
District 16 responded 10 atoal of 82 calls,
including 57 for medscal and, 19 fire calls,
9 automible accidents, and 2 service calls.
Some of the wid calls resulted from resi-
dents and others injurcd in falls,

An outdoor burning ban, which had
been in effect from the first of the moath,
was lifted on July 9. Residents are re-
minded that summer buming rules, pab-
lishedin the July 1 issueof the NEWS, are
in cffect and must be observed.
