JUST THE FACTS

In November, 1972, the regis-
tered voters of the Key Peninsula
authorized the formation of the Key
Peninsula Park and Recreation
District "for the purpose of
providing leisure-time activities
and facilities of a non-profit
nature as a public service to the
residents of the geographical areas
included within their boundaries."
(RCW-36.69.10).

The Pierce County commissioners
at that time, in addition to setting
the boundaries of the park district,
also divided it into five subdivi-
sions and named five resident
electors, no two of whom would reside
in the same subdivision. These
candidates were submitted for
election as the first park and
recreation district commissioners.
The voters overwhelmingly voted to
form the district and elected Jim
Penfiecld, Roy Madsen, Doris Blunt,
Dora Lynn Rice and Don Mills as the
original park board commissioners.

Since the inception of the
park and recreation district, elec-
tions of commissioners have been
held biennially as terms expired,
in conjunction with the general
election in November of each even-
numbered year.

At the first election following
the foundation of the district, the
candidate receiving the highest
number of votes served for a term
of six years, the two candidates
receiving the next highest number
of votes served for four years and
the two candidates receiving the
next highest number of votes served
for two years. Thereafter, all
commissioners were elected for a
six-year term.

The park and recreation
commissioners receive no salary for
their services although they may
receive compensation for expenses
for attending meetings of the board,
telephone calls or other activities
involving park district business.

Present commissioners and their
terms of office are as follows: Bob
Schottland, Chairman, 1983; Rod
Johnson, Vice Chairman and Treasurer,
1987; Don Mills, Secretary, 1985;
Avon Cay, commissioner, 1987; and
one vacancy, 1983,

Any resident of the park
district is eligible to serve on
the board. Park District boundaries
are the same as those of Fire
District 16, including Herron Island,

Anyone interested in filling

the present vacancy may contactl
any Park Board commissioner. In

the interest of balance, it would
be preferable to fill the vacancy
with someone from the southern arca
of the Key Peninsula.

As 1 roam through the aisles
of our modern supermarkets shopping
for my groceries, I glance at the
other shoppers' carts., At times
it scems as 1f they are filled
with nothing but junk food. One
woman had six pic shells (they were
on sale) and when 1 asked why she

didn't make her own (even on sale
they were expensive) she said "to
save time," 1 suppose that is the
reason for the huge success of junk
food; that, and the fact that most

of it is so highly scasoned, pro-
cessed with lots of salt, sugar

and all kinds of additives and
chemicals to enhance the taste, color,
texture and long shelf life.

Recently 1 read an article
written by the author of a well-
known cookbook who said that each
time she revises her book she has
to change many recipes to make them
more highly seasoned or sweeter,
Modern taste buds, programmed to
the very sweet diet of pop and
prepared cerecals almost from birth,
find foods, acceptable thirty
years ago, to be too bland now.

This chemical barrage has
overwhelmed natural tastes for
natural flavors. One food adver-
tising executive boasted, "There
has been a definite shift in food
preference to the taste of processed
foods. Lf you give someone straw-.
berry ice cream made with fresh
strawberries you'd have a totally
unacceptable product. People
wouldn't eat it." In short his
corporate clients have chemically
programmed the taste buds of
millions of people to crave food
substitutes.

Marian Burros, in her recent
book, Keep it Simple, presents
several dozen menus which take no
more than thirty minutes to prepare
from scratch and are cheaper, safer
and more tasty than so-called,
convenience foods of today.

Years ago I substituted in a
third grade at Vaughn school. I
can't recall the teacher's name
but I definitely remember an inter-
esting experiment she and the chil-
dren were doing. They had two rats
in separate cages, one being fed
a healthful diet, the other being
fed pop and cornflakes or other
junk food the children were eating
all the time. It was a very good
health lesson and one that should
have impressed the children. The
rat on the healthful diet was lively,
happy and big and healthy looking;
the rat on junk food was scrawny,
had no pep and was really a sad
specimen,

It's an indictment of our
society that the powerful food and
chemical manipulators, Coca Cola,
Campbell Soup, General Food, etc.,
require constant supervision to

check their unconscionable prolifera-

tion of dangerous and useless
substances in the manufacture of
food. Since they have the money to
fight such inspection it becomes

the duty of an enlightened public

to join in a common quest for eating
clean. The sovereignty of an active
citizenry could be more than a match
for these powerful corporations with
all their money. We need to have

a can-do attitude and an enthusiasm
for working with others in a common
goal of defeating attempts to dilute
food-safety laws.

And now enough about food and
non-food, Before signing off I
should like to welcome Bill and
Jean Parks and their daughter, Julie
to our community. The Parks, who
have recently retired from jobs in
California, have moved into their
attractive home on Taylor Bay where
they have spent vacations for the
past few years. Jean is Florence
Jones' daughter so now you know why
Florence has beamed these past few
days.

He paid
50 cents an hour when jobs were
scarce even at $1 per day.
